With an operational depth capability from Om (beach) to 3000m and rough terrain being a speciality, SCAR is robust
and reliable in conditions too difficult for other ploughs to handle.

The plough has a variable pre-set trench depth capability and can be used in Multi-Pass mode, for trench depths up
to 2000mm. With extra spoil removal tooling SCAR can dig very deep trenches (10m) e.g. for Ice scour applications.

A simple yet effective tool, SCAR is low maintenance, cost-effectie and quick to mobilise and demobilise.
